Pastor’s Corner
Dorothy Day, at the very beginning of her work The Long
Loneliness, has this to say about her experience of the
confessional:

When you go to confession on a Saturday night, you go
into a warm, dimly lit vastness, with the smell of wax and
incense in the air, the smell of burning candles, and if it is a
hot summer night there is the sound of a great electric fan,
and the noise of the streets coming in to emphasize the still-
ness. There is another sound too, besides that of the quiet
movements of the people from pew to confession to altar
rail; there is the sliding of the shutters of the little window
between you and the priest in his "box."

Some confessionals are large and roomy-plenty of space
for the knees, and breathing space in the thick darkness that
seems to pulse with your own heart. In some poor churches,
many of the ledges are narrow and worn, so your knees al-
most slip off the kneeling bench, and your feet protrude out-
side the curtain which shields you from the others who are
waiting. Some churches have netting, or screens, between
you and priest and you can see the outline of his face in-
clined toward you, quiet, impersonal, patient. Some have a
piece of material covering the screen, so you can see noth-
ing. Some priests leave their lights on in their boxes so they
can read their breviaries between confessions. The light
does not bother you if that piece of material is there so you
cannot see or be seen, but if it is only a grating so that he
can see your face, it is embarrassing and you do not go back
to that priest again.

Going to confession is hard—hard when you have sins to
confess and hard when you haven't, and you rack your brain
for even the beginnings of sins against charity, chastity,
sins of detraction, sloth or gluttony. You do not want to
make too much of your constant imperfections and venial
sins, but you want to drag them out to the light of day as
the first step in getting rid of them. The just man falls seven
times daily.

"Bless me, Father, for I have sinned," is the way you be-
gin. "I made my last confession a week ago, and since then. .
." Properly, one should say the Confiteor, but the priest has
no time for that, what with the long lines of penitents on a
Saturday night, so you are supposed to say it outside the
confessional as you kneel in a pew, or as you stand in line
with others.

"I have sinned. These are my sins.” That is all you are

supposed to tell; not the sins of others, or your own virtues,
but only your ugly, gray, drab, monotonous sins.

I run this bit because I have always found it mov-
ing—this is coming from a prominent convert to the
Catholic faith who had no time for treacly piety or silli-
ness. Reading her works, she can be somewhat intimi-
dating, inasmuch as she is impatient with a lot of things
that many today seem to take for granted. I think we
can all learn from converts, and something we can all
learn from Dorothy Day is how to go to confession.

There’s a presumption from a lot of contemporary
Catholics that previous generations of Catholics were
all gullible or super-pious—Tlike, they all said the daily
Rosary, and were all tools of the clergy, and—this is
great—they all found it easy to go to confession. I'm
sure they all would be greatly amused to hear of our my-
opic impressions. Especially the bit about confession:
Dorothy Day sums up the universal experience of
Catholics when she says: Going to confession is hard—hard
when you have sins to confess and hard when you haven’t. Amen,
sister. Here’s a paradox for you: the sacraments all come
to us from Jesus Christ (not from the Church!), and that
includes the sacrament of Penance (or Confession, or
Reconciliation). It confers grace (divine life) and yet
this one sacrament is unpleasant. Who can deny it? For
in it, we confess our faults. Tell of the bad things we
have done, and said, and thought, or the good things we
ought to have done and failed to do. The proper term for
this is self-accusation, and it’s something our narcissistic
world thinks we’re stupid to do. Much of what we as
Catholics admit are wrong, others do not believe are
wrong, so there’s that. But even where they agree
there’s some kind of fault, many non-Christians can’t
conceive of doing what Catholics do: “owning” our sins,
confessing them, accusing ourselves of them. We do so
without any delight or morbid self-consciousness, but
simply in obedience to the Lord, who knows what
we’re made of and wants to get the bacteria of sin out.
The way he has chosen for us is through our rational
capacity for speech and with unsentimental honesty.
And yes, it requires a minister of the Church—human
wrongs need to be righted humanly. And human soli-
darity—the healing of the wounds to the Church by
sin—is expressed in the confession to a minister.
Maybe all this is why confession made sense to Dorothy
Day—even if she didn’t like it. —Fr. Peter

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A History of St. Thomas Aquinas Church
Part XXII - Jubilees

The Diamond Jubilee of St. Thomas Aquinas Church was fittingly observed Sunday, April 19", 1903.
Hundreds of Catholics from surrounding cities were in attendance at the services which included sermons by
eloquent priests. It has been said that one of the most brilliant discourses was that given by the Very Rever-
end Lawrence Francis Kearney, O.P., S.T.M. The Right Reverend Bishop Henry Moeller was the celebrant
of the Pontifical Mass, wearing vestments that had been a gift from King John II of Portugal to Bishop Fen-
wick. Another royal gift that was used for the Mass was a golden chalice that at the time was two hundred
years old. It bore the inscription: “From the King of Spain to the King of Kings”. In recent history, this
wonderful historical treasure was housed in the museum at St. Joseph’s in Somerset. Unfortunately, several
years ago, there was a break-in at the museum, and this was one of the pieces lost to us.

In 1903, the church was filled with an estimated two thousand persons, an inspiring contrast to the ap-
proximately three hundred devoted souls that had knelt on the bare boards of their earlier church for their
first Mass seventy-five years before. In a news item from the Courier of Zanesville, dated April 20, 1903, is
the following report regarding the visitors attending the Jubilee: It is estimated that from 1,200 to 1,500 visitors
were in the city Sunday to attend the Jubilee. The railroads ran special trains to handle the crowds. Five hundred came
in from Columbus and waypoints, and 200 from Quaker City and Cambridge on the B. & O. (Baltimore & Ohio Rail-
road). The Zanesville and Western had 150 from Columbus on a special that ran through without stops. The C. & M.V.
(Cincinnati & Muskingum Valley Railroad) had 400 from Lancaster.”

Another news item of great importance to Zanesville in 1903 was a cablegram announcing that Pope Pius
X had appointed Rev. James Hartley as Bishop of Columbus to succeed Bishop Moeller, who had been named
coadjutor (assistant) to Archbishop Elder of Cincinnati. Bishop Hartley was consecrated by Bishop Moeller
on February 25, 1904 in Steubenville’s Holy Name Church on February 25, 1904.

On July 28, 1904, Father John Hyacinth Lynch, a native of Zanesville that had been baptized in Zanes-
ville’s “brick chapel” of Holy Trinity, celebrated the Golden Jubilee of his ordination to the priesthood at St.
Thomas, where he had spent nearly thirty of his fifty years as a priest. On September 9, 1908, Fr. Kearney
celebrated his Silver Jubilee as a priest.

In 1908, lightning struck St. Thomas Aquinas Church, and a fire ensued. The fire damaged vestments
and religious articles, but these items were covered by insurance. The parishioners were grateful that the
damage was minor, but they had no idea what dangers their beloved church would face in the future.

writer and teacher, but he was even more distinguished in his
life of holiness and in his pastoral charity. He had a deep devotion to the Blessed Sacrament and to the Virgin Mary, who
according to legend, led him to the Dominicans. Because of his writings, he is called “the Great” and the “universal doctor”.
He died at Cologne on November 15, 1280. In 1459, Pope Pius II declared him a doctor of the Church; in 1931, Pope Pius XI
declared him a saint; and Pope Pius XII named him the patron of those involved in natural sciences.

November 19 - Blessed James Benefatti, Friar and Bishop

Blessed James was born at Mantua, Italy in the latter half of the thirteenth century. He entered the Order there and came to
the notice of Nicholas Boccassini, Master of the Order. Who made him his socius. Bl. James continued as his advisor when
Nicholas was created cardinal in 1298, as well as when Nicholas was elected Pope as Benedict XI. He was named Bishop of
Mantua in 1304. There he fought against the hatred and division which

& plagued the city. Because of his devotion to the poor during a time of pestilence
‘% and famine, he was called “Father of the Poor.” He died on November 19, 1332.
