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PARISH MEMBERSHIP All parishioners should participate 
fully in parish life (this especially means worshipping at Mass on all 
Sundays and Holy Days of Obligation), be registered here, and 
contribute to the support the parish to the extent possible. We 
often get requests for recommendations and permissions for 
parishioners to serve as godparents and sponsors. If we don’t 
know you, we can’t give that testimony on your behalf. You 
may have been baptized here (or gone to Catholic schools) but 
you need to be currently practicing and registered in your local 
parish (children are obviously registered with their parents; 
adults need to make their own arrangements). The Church 
requires that baptisms and marriages be celebrated in one’s 
own parish. If one is not an active parishioner, problems could 
arise at those important times. 
 

Baptisms Usually 1st and 3rd Sundays. Contact the pastor to 
schedule. First-time parents please also schedule a “pre-Jordan” 
preparation class—offered the 2nd Wednesday of each month, 
at 7:15 p.m. in the parish center. 
 

Weddings  Active parishioners contact the parish office no 
later than six months prior to  the desired wedding date. Mar-
riage preparation normally includes several meetings with a 
priest, several meetings with a mentor couple of the parish, a 
weekend of conferences offered by the diocesan Office of Mar-
riage and Family Life, NFP training, and FOCCUS diagnostic. 
If someone in your family is planning to get married, please encour-
age them to speak to their pastor. The marriages of Catholics 
(whether or not they’re marrying other Catholics) need to be 
conformable with Church law, and that requires that they re-
ceive suitable catechesis in preparation for marriage, and marry 
according to a certain rite.

he solemnity of the Epiphany traditionally was celebrated on January 6th, until recent timesñit brought to the end 
the òtwelve days of Christmas.ó Now, Epiphany usually is celebrated the second Sunday after Christmas, as this 
year. Itõs considered one of the mysteries of the Lord, yet itõs necessary to point out that it has to do with more 
than the oddity of three Eastern sages traveling to Palestine to give him gifts and then return. In every such event in 

Christõs life, thereõs a greater prophecy in addition to the mere fact. And òepiphanyó means òmanifestation,ó or òrevelation,ó 
and whatõs being made manifest here in this feast is that Christ is Lord of all nations. These magi (philosophers? men of let-
ters? scientists?) come from the East, perhaps Persia, representing Gentile, i.e., non-Jewish, nations. And they come bearing 
gifts betokening his kingship (gold), priesthood (frankincese), and saving death (myrrh). Their act of faith in worshipping the 
newborn King is a foreshadowing of the faith of non-Jewish nations everywhere. We have no national God. Our God has em-
braced everything that is truly human, and thus he is by right the God of all peoples, deserving the adoration and obedience of 
every human heart. But as St. Paul warns us, we should not preach the Word to others only to be be lost ourselves. Let us 
strive, not to seek to win converts while becoming demons ourselves, but win others to Christ by Truth and Love. 
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T 
he loving providence of  God determined that in the last days he would aid the world, 
set on its course to destruction. He decreed that all nations should be saved in Christ. A 
promise had been made to the holy patriarch Abraham in regard to these nations. He 

was to have a countless progeny, born not from his body but from the seed of  faith. His de-
scendants are therefore compared with the array of  the stars. The father of  all nations was to 
hope not in an earthly progeny but in a progeny from above. 
 Let the full number of  the nations now take their place in the family of  the patriarchs. Let 
the children of  the promise now receive the blessing in the seed of  Abraham, the blessing re-
nounced by the children of  his flesh. In the persons of  the Magi let all people adore the Crea-
tor of  the universe; let God be known, not in Judaea only, but in the whole world, so that his 
name may be great in all Israel.

ear friends, now that we have received instruction in this revelation of  God’s grace, let 
us celebrate with spiritual joy the day of  our first harvesting, of  the first calling of  the 
Gentiles. Let us give thanks to the merciful God, who has made us worthy, in the words 

of  the Apostle, to share the position of  the saints in light, who has rescued us from the power 
of  darkness, and brought us into the kingdom of  his beloved Son. As Isaiah prophesied: the 
people of  the Gentiles, who sat in darkness, have seen a great light, and for those who dwelt in 
the region of  the shadow of  death a light has dawned. He spoke of  them to the Lord: The 
Gentiles, who do not know you, will invoke you, and the peoples, who knew you not, will take 
refuge in you. 
 This is the day that Abraham saw, and rejoiced to see, when he knew that the sons born of  
his faith would be blessed in his seed, that is, in Christ. Believing that he would be the father of  
the nations, he looked into the future, giving glory to God, in full awareness that God is able to 
do what he has promised. 
 This is the day that David prophesied in the psalms, when he said: All the nations that you 
have brought into being will come and fall down in adoration in your presence, Lord, and glo-
rify your name. Again, the Lord has made known his salvation; in the sight of  the nations he 
has revealed his justice. 
 This came to be fulfilled, as we know, from the time when the star beckoned the three wise 
men out of  their distant country and led them to recognise and adore the King of  heaven and 
earth. The obedience of  the star calls us to imitate its humble service: to be servants, as best 
we can, of  the grace that invites all men to find Christ. 
Dear friends, you must have the same zeal to be of  help to one another; then, in the kingdom 
of  God, to which faith and good works are the way, you will shine as children of  the light: 
through our Lord Jesus Christ, who lives and reigns with God the Father and the Holy Spirit 
for ever and ever. Amen.
