PASTOR’S CORNER
[ write to you today wtih some good news, and some
bad news. And no, this is not the beginning of a joke.
The good news is that the 2017 Mass book is now
open for the reserving of intentions. I would ask that
everyone requesting Mass intentions limit themselves
to 10 or so at the beginning—until after Thanksgiv-
ing. This will allow everyone in the parish some
chance in having Mass said on certain important fami-
ly dates—birthdays, wedding anniversaries, death re-
membrances, etc. After Thanksgiving, once everyone
has had time to make their requests, there will be no
limits on how many Masses you request.

The bad news is that we’ve somehow mislaid the
2016 Mass book (i.e., the calendar with Mass inten-
tions for the year). And we don’t have an additional
copy made of'it. Without the Mass book, we don’t
know what Mass intentions are to be said for the re-
mainder of 2016, unless somehow we can reconstruct the
schedule, at least in part, by those of you who have re-
quested Mass offerings between now and the end of
2016. If you have done that, and you have a record
of what dates you have requested to have Masses
said, please call us and let us know. I'll be running
something about this until the end of the year, or until
we find the Mass book. I am very sorry for this, and
for all everyone who is affected by this. I'm sure that
many people know, and have written down, exactly
when they asked for Masses to be said. If so, please do
call the office and let us know.

What we’ll do is announce the intentions that can
be recovered. For all other days, the priests will ofter
Mass without a name, but oftering it up for the inten-
tion of the donor, trusting that God knows who was
intended for such and such a day and time of Mass.
Unless we recover the Mass book, we will not be ac-
cepting any more intentions for the year, lest we inad-
vertently displace an intention that has already been
secured. Please pray we find the book. St. Anthony’s
always a good one for lost things.

I'm running the full-page ad on FORMED for a
second time this week; from here on out, a corner of
the bulletin will be dedicated to that, in case people
torget our parish code they're supposed to use.

The picnic is this Sunday, at Somerset. And the
Catechism course starts this Tuesday. Pray that both
are a big success for the parish.

PARISH MEMBERSHIP All parishioners should partici-
pate fully in parish life (¢his especially means worshipping at
Mass on all Sundays and Holy Days of Obligation), be regis-
tered here, and support the parish.We often get requests for
recommendations and permissions for parishioners to serve
as godparents and sponsors. If we don’t know you, we can’t
give that testimony on your behalf. You may have been bap-
tized here (or gone to Catholic schools) but you need to be
currently practicing and registered in your local parish
(children are obviously registered with their parents; adults
need to make their own arrangements). The Church re-
quires that baptisms and marriages be celebrated in one’s
own parish. If one is not an active parishioner, problems
could arise at those important times.

Baptisms Usually 1st and 8rd Sundays. Contact the pastor
to schedule. First-time parents please also schedule a “pre-
Jordan” preparation class. Pre-Jordan classes are offered the
2nd Wednesday of each month, at 7:15 p.m. in the parish
center, as requested.

Weddings Active parishioners contact the parish office no
later than six months prior to the desired wedding date.
Marriage preparation normally includes several meetings
with a priest, several meetings with a mentor couple of the
parish, a weekend of conferences offered by the diocesan
Office of Marriage and Family Life, NFP training, and
FOCCUS diagnostic.
